Day 1  Singapore – Doha - Zurich (D)

Assemble at Changi International Airport for your flight via Doha to Zurich in Switzerland.   Upon arrival, check into the hotel to get some well deserved rest after a long flight. 
  
Day 2  Zurich – Schaffhusen – Titisee (B/L)

During the journey, we will get to enjoy the scenic view of the surrounding land where it boasts of its villages and mountain views - from the pine scented mountain forests to the shores of calm Alpine lakes and to the ice-blue glaciers. Electric cars and horse-drawn sleighs and carriages are the only transport allowed. It promises to be an unforgettable experience.   
  
Day 6  Zermatt – Taesch – Geneva (B/L) 
After breakfast, take a ride on the railway train to Taesch before proceeding on coach to Switzerland’s most cosmopolitan city, Geneva.  Geneva is the second most populous city in Switzerland and is widely regarded as a global city, mainly due to the presence of numerous international organizations, including United Nations.    
   
Day 7  Geneva – Lausanne – Berne – Lucerne (B/L) 
This morning, we move on to Lausanne for a city tour. The geographical location of Lausanne could hardly be more picturesque. This, the Olympic capital, is built on three hills with the Lake of Geneva bathing its feet and a garland of vineyards around its shoulders.  Proceed to Berne for lunch and a city orientation drive round the city.  Take your time to enjoy the fabulous view of flamboyant 16th century fountains, picturesque and intriguing Clock Tower; 6 kilometers of medieval shopping arcades and Bern’s famous Barengraben bear pits. Just off the main street are the parliament building and the Gothic Muster with elaborately gilded Last Judgement.  Proceed to Lucerne for overnight. 
Day 8  Lucerne – Engelberg – Lucerne (B/D)
Engelberg is the leading mountain resort in Switzerland.  From the 19th century, Engelberg become internationally known as a resort and spa, but is today visited as much for skiing as for its clean air.  With its combination of modern sports facilities and alpine location, Engelberg is a magnet for both summer and winter tourism.  Visit Mt. Titlis, which at 10,000 ft is the highest peak in central Switzerland.  As you journey to Mt. Titlis through a series of three different cable car rides, you will be amazed as the scenery changes from green meadows, scenic lakes to snow clad mountains.  The last leg of the ascent will be in the world’s first rotating cable car called the ‘Titlis Rotair’. 
  
Day 9  Lucerne – Zurich (B) 
Lucerne is the country’s most popular tourist destination, filled with charming medieval structures and shopping opportunities galore. Upon your arrival, tour the city visiting the sorrowful sculpture of the dying lion, hewn out of a limestone to commemorate those Swiss guards who died at the battle of the Tuileries. Take a stroll across the Chapel Bridge to visit the Jesuit Church.  Proceed back to Zurich.  The afternoon is put aside for your own leisure activities and last minute shopping.
